· Educate teachers, principal and other staff in how to reach out to, communicate with, and work with parents as equal partners 

· Ensure that information related to school and parent programs, meetings and other activities is sent in a timely manner, in an understandable format 

· May pay reasonable expenses associated with local parental involvement activities 

· Provide opportunities for all parents to participate 
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
